REMEMBER: Whenever a non-low impact pesticide is used on school property there is also a Restricted Entry Interval 

(REI) that begins when the pesticide application ends.  This Restricted Entry Interval last for seven hours unless the product 
label uses NUMERIC LANGUAGE, e.g., 4hours or 12 hours; directing a longer or shorter period of time for Restricted Entry.  If 
the product label does not discuss Restricted Entry the period of time defaults to seven (7) hours.
